the residents, businesses, and critical
services in Sonoma County.
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Hazard Mitigation Planning Overview

« Authorized by the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000

* Provides an overview of the impacts of natural hazards on
communities

* Provides a roadmap to reducing the impact of these hazards

* Requires a FEMA-approved natural hazard mitigation plan to be
eligible for Pre-Disaster Mitigation Funding

« 5-year updates required to maintain eligibility
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l What Is Hazard Mitigation?

Mitigation is a sustained action taken to reduce or eliminate long-
term risk to life and property from a hazard event

_Or_
Any action taken to reduce future disaster losses

Emergency management activities take place in a four-phase cycle of
preparedness, response, recovery, and mitigation.

“...provides the blueprint for reducing the potential losses identified in the risk assessment,
based on existing authorities, policies, programs and resources, and local ability...” (CFR).
